JAZZ lives up to his name: expressive, athletic, rythmic and playful, boasting height and   
passing on bone, vitality, chic and recovery.  Qualified 90km, he pursued his career as a     
National Stallion before falling under private ownership, enabling his proven Polish bloodlines 
to continue on for generations to come.  JAZZ is a versatile stallion, transmitting his         
speedy powerful balanced gait, especially at a gallop.  Void of Persik and Dormane, the Grand 
Sires commonly used in France, JAZZ offers a pedigree that is easy to cross. 
 
His Sire, HABDUR, leaves interesting bloodlines: Akim*HN, stallion, ¾ brother of Jazz (16th 
Montcuq 2x100km 1997 & 20th Ch. France 160km Nancy 1999), Diadur (Top5 Florac 160km 
1995 & 1996), Falid (Winner Barcelone 2x100km 1997), Samir (Winner Moulins Engilbert 
130km 1997 & 12th Florac FR Ch. 2002), Skann du Cayrou*HN, stallion (5th Campagne les 
Guines 130km 2000), Laskar de Monteil (5th 8 y-o W.Ch. Compiègne 2008), Querham de      
Palmas (4th Florac 120km 2013), Siadur de Beders (4x2* & 4x3* incl. 2 Top5). 
 
His Dam, MAGNOLIA DU CAYROU, whose Sire, Dia Oua, is the uterine brother of Alreda 
(hence Persicko, Fadasir, Habdura…), is notably the Dam of Miss Dancer (Winner 120km Catus 
& Negrepelisse 2005), Miss Eva du Cayrou (Winner Campagne Les Guines 160km 2006), Alizée 
de Marjolaine (3rd Euston Park 160km 2010 & Winner EU.Ch. YR 120km Kreuth 2010), Venus 
de Marjolaine, full sister of Jazz (Winner Lignières 3* 2017), and Sphynx de Marjolaine 
(Top5 Rambouillet 120km 2015).  
 
Out of 12 foals born in 2010~2011, more than half are qualified 2*: Asma de Dracenie,       
Aubade Rougias (incl. 1 podium), Azur du Colombier (incl. 1 podium), Azur El Indalo, Aiz Shaqab 
(podium 7 y-o W.Ch. Samorin 2018), Baliverne Artagnan (incl. 1 podium), and Ayate de Jalima, 
also Top10 3* Fontainebleau 2019. Of the foals born in 2016, 3 are already qualified CEI1*: 
Sallaz Go For Jazz ("Very Good" Uzès 6 yrs 2022), Azzalie de Luriecq & Gatée dÕAmour JÕM.
